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ORDER:  DISMISSAL
On February 24, 2006, the Director General (DG) of the Foreign Service filed with this Board a proposal to separate [Grievant]  or (Charged Employee) for cause under Section 610(a)(2) of the Foreign Service Act of 1980 (22 U.S.C. 4010(a)(2)).  The proposed separation for cause was based on charges of misconduct.  The Director General noted that [Grievant] had not waived his right to a hearing before the Board under Section 610(a)(2) of the Act.  The Charged Employee, through counsel, affirmed his request for a hearing.
On March 9, 2007, while the parties were in the discovery phase, the Department advised the Board that “[Grievant] submitted his resignation from the Foreign Service effective March 2, 2007” and “[g]iven this development, [it] hereby withdraw[s] the recommendation to separate [him] for cause from the Foreign Service.”  On May 10, counsel for the Charged Employee withdrew his hearing request.  

The parties advised the Board that they do not wish to have the Settlement Agreement entered into the Record of Proceedings (ROP).
The Record of Proceedings (ROP) in this matter is closed.
ORDER

The case is dismissed with prejudice.
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
