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ORDER:  INTERIM RELIEF FROM SEPARATION


The Board grants [Grievant]’s September 18, 2008 Motion seeking interim relief from separation.

In its May 20, 2008 letter acknowledging receipt of [Grievant]’s grievance appeal, the Board granted interim relief from service of the proposed disciplinary action imposed by the Department of State, until May 11, 2009 or when a decision is issued by the Board, whichever comes first.  In his September 18 Motion, grievant, through counsel, advised the Board that his limited career appointment is set to expire on September 20, 2008 and requested that interim relief be granted from separation pending a decision in his appeal, presently before the Board.  The Department of State has advised the Board that it does not oppose grievant’s motion.

Interim Relief from separation is granted until May 11, 2009, or until a decision is reached in this appeal – whichever comes first. 
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
